Protect Yourself From Identity Theft
It seems that a new scam is created every day. Criminals come up with new ways to
try and deceive the public and some of these attempts seem to be so genuine. Don’t
be fooled when you remember these rules:

• Do not respond to unsolicited e-mails…especially those that 
have attachments. Delete them immediately.

• Never provide personal information to unsolicited phone 
calls or e-mails (your financial institutions or government 
agencies will not ask you for this information by phone 
or e-mail).

• Secure personal documents in your home.
• Shred all paperwork that contains personal information 

before you put it in the trash.
• Check your credit report regularly.
• Verify all monthly statements for financial accounts and credit 

card bills to be sure all information is accurate. 
• Protect your Social Security number.
